THEORETICAL ASPECTS OF DEVELOPMENT OF INNOVATIVE
ECONOMY OF REGIONS OF THE REPUBLIC OF KAZAKHSTAN

Innovation is a complex economic and organizational process, which relies on the use
of two types of potentials - scientific, latest technologies and equipment, on the one hand, and
intellectual, related to the ability of management to introduce innovations at all stages of
production and commercial activities, on the other. An important element of this process is
its investment support - finding and rational use of significant financial resources. Attracting
private, state or mixed investments with their specific reserves, which can compensate for the
increased risk, provides access to a qualitatively higher level of management. Moreover, as
the experience of many less developed countries has shown, a successful transition to an
innovative model of the functioning of the national economy is possible only if it perceives
innovation. Such a model would not be viable without reforming the economic environment
as a whole based on a radical restructuring of the country's economic mechanism.

Kazakhstan inherited the economic regions created during industrialization and
designed to develop large-scale mass production, and therefore have a centralized
organization. In addition, large vertically integrated companies (VIC) in the post-Soviet
period absorbed most of this production, which also affected the production and territorial
organization of the regions.
In the economy, the priority direction of innovative development is the formation of growth
poles, which sets the researcher the task of the concept, their role in the region. The “Pole of
growth” (“the point of economic growth™) is an agglomeration of enterprises concentrated
geographically and distinguished by intensive innovation processes. The concept of “growth
pole” was one of the first to be introduced into scientific circulation in the early 50s. XX
century French economist Francois Perroux [1].

The essence of TPD among the branches of the economy is necessarily allocated
propulsive (dynamically developing, leading) industries that stimulate the development of
adjacent territories. they can develop both spontaneously and purposefully, by optimally
locating the appropriate enterprises and creating favorable conditions for their economic
activities with the help of state investments in infrastructure, subsidies, tax benefits, etc.
Development centers - after rooting in the region of the propulsive industry, its further

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comprehensive development, as a rule, occurs automatically, due to the growing demand for
production and other services, i.e., under the influence of the market economy mechanism.
Stimulation occurs, first of all, due to auxiliary, additional and servicing industries),
representing growth poles, and their concentration in certain areas leads to the formation of
development centers. F. Perroux explained that the “dominance effect”, consisting in a
qualitative change in the relations between economic units, leads to a “polarization of space”
around the industry (“growth pole”), in which economic units behave as parts of a single
whole (macro-units) . Moreover, the “centers of growth" - the most promising enterprises -
will "dominate"” others - more traditional or "backward", predetermining the assumption that
economic growth does not go everywhere, but has focal character (theory of unbalanced
growth) [2].

Theoretical provisions on the poles of development are used in many countries in the
development of strategies for spatial economic development. At the same time, the ideas of
polarized development are significantly differently adapted for economically developed
regions and new regions of economic development. In the first case, polarization occurs as a
result of the modernization and restructuring of industrial and agricultural regions, the
creation of advanced production facilities along with objects of modern production and social
infrastructure. In the second case, the most characteristic growth poles are industrial units and
especially territorial production complexes, which allow for the integrated development of
natural resources, creating a technological chain of production along with infrastructure
facilities. The main economic effect is achieved through concentration and agglomeration. If
we consider research and theoretical approaches to formulations, we can note the following
definition: “Poles of growth are the concentration of enterprises in certain arcas where
economic growth, entrepreneurial activity, and the innovation process are highly intensive.
Stimulating the creation and development of innovative enterprises within the poles brings
industry, research and education closer together. ” In other words, growth poles are state-
sponsored territorial-production associations with a regulated sectoral structure [3].

Most experts agree that the concept of “points of economic growth” should include a
combination of four elements: - geographical and environmental conditions of the territory
(region); - industries (the most promising and least costly for a particular territory); -
enterprises (basic for industries in the region or simply stably functioning); in most regions
of the country, the composition of priority types of activity is oriented today, as a rule, to
already existing sectors and types of activities, which are traditionally implemented in the
region, proceeding from the system of inter-territorial division of labor formed in the Soviet
political and economic conditions [4] - programs (implemented in the region and suitable for
further development).
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Consideration of the innovative potential of the region as an integral part of the socio-
economic potential of the mesoscale economy, its target subsystem that performs specific
functions, determines the need for its study as an object of regional management. There are a
number of methodological approaches to assessing the innovative potential of a region.
In our opinion, these methods of assessing innovative potential do not fully allow us to
develop a mechanism for managing innovative activities in the region, but are only material
for subsequent analytical studies. An objective assessment of the innovative potential of the
region can be obtained by highlighting its elemental composition and establishing rational
proportionality between the elements. An analysis of specific structural proportions will make
it possible to make informed management decisions and choose specific areas of stimulation
of one or another component of the innovative potential, depending on the goals and
objectives of the region. So, to characterize and evaluate its interindustry relationships in the
region, the following matrix can be used to assess the proportions between the components
of potential in each industry of the region.

The growing importance of the regions of states in increasing the efficiency of the
socio-economic and innovative development of the national economy contributes to the
actualization of scientific research in the field of territorial development. The intensification
of interregional imbalances in socio-economic development forms a whole series of structural
and parametric contradictions, and therefore, there is an objective need to analyze the ratios
of the main indicators of socio-economic development of the regions, identify the causes of
the imbalances, and monitor trends in integration and disintegration processes. It should be
noted that the uneven development of the regions characterizes any national economy, and
even in countries with relatively complex economic development, economic dynamics often
indicate the presence of both sectoral and territorial imbalances [5].

There may be many reasons for the lack of development of regions. Objective reasons
are distinguished: natural differences in climatic conditions, prevailing resource base,
reproductive structure, degree of urbanization, state of infrastructure facilities, etc. Subjective
reasons arise due to ineffective, often conflicting political and economic decisions, imperfect
methods and tools for implementing regional policies [6].

Under these conditions, the basic theories of regional development are of particular
interest. The purpose of this study is a fragmentary review of the conceptual framework for
the balanced development of regional economies in the context of the evolution of scientific
views and developments of foreign and Russian researchers.

The founders of the theory of regional economics are the classics of economics - A.
Smith and D. Ricardo. In their theories of absolute and comparative advantages, they noted
the profitability of commodity exchange between countries specializing in the production of

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certain goods in the context of established economic traditions, available natural and human
resources, thus substantiating the need for specialization of countries and regions.
An analysis of territorial imbalances is presented in the works of I. von Tyunen, who is the
author of the theory of agricultural standard. In particular, he proposed a model of localization
of various types of economic activity around one settlement, focusing on the differences and
functional interdependence of the center and the periphery. The basis of his concept is
differential rent of position (economic and geographical conditions) [7].

Thus, the author’s clarification of the concept “Formation of the growth poles of the
innovative development of regions” consists in the following: - an economic (business) entity,
industry or type of activity capable of diversifying, rationalizing the structure of the region’s
economy and stimulating innovative development, which will give a synergistic effect that
contributes to improving the quality of life of the population of a particular territory (subjects:
state government agencies, clusters, technology poles, SEZs, technology parks, leading
industry enterprises, banks, research centers, universities, intermediaries, transport
organizations, private enterprises, science cities, business incubators, technology innovation
centers, technology transfer centers, commercialization centers, etc. .). Thus, the innovative
development of the region during the formation of the growth pole is based on the following
principles, such as:

2. Due to the difference in socio-economic conditions for the development of the
innovation sphere of each region, the unification of innovation processes throughout the
country cannot be effective. The program for the development of innovation in a particular
region should be carried out taking into account the specialization of the regional economy
and the priorities for its development.

3. The principle of science-intensive production replaces the previous large-scale,
standardized approach to its organization, increasing the ability to constantly update products
and technologies is crucial in strengthening the nation’s competitive position in the world
market. In such an economy, local alliances of scientists, entrepreneurs, and the local
administration are a significant factor in achieving market success.

4. In a modern diversified economy, achieving high competitive positions is possible
only with the concentration of all available resources within the framework of a specific
specialization. Therefore, the development of innovation should be carried out with respect
to the economic specialization of each region. In this case, one of the most important elements
of regional innovation policy is the creation of conditions for the most rapid diffusion of
technologies within a certain specialization.

5. The spatial proximity of the creators of “intellectual capital”, “technological

resources’ and business is crucial for the success of innovative activities, since the directions

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of scientific activity and business should be as coordinated as possible. Therefore, combining
the efforts of all subjects of innovative activity within one region is a rational way of
innovative development.

6. State regulation of innovation (legal, financial) should be built taking into account
the characteristics of regional economies. A shift in emphasis in the management of
innovative development in the region and the transfer of part of the rights to regional
authorities will strengthen the tendencies for self-organization of regions. The governing
influence on the innovative development of the region is provided by the state innovation
policy.

7. The innovative development of the region is carried out in conditions
regional innovation environment.

8. The process of innovative development of a region is formalized by building a
regional innovation system.

9. The innovative development of the region is based on the ability to innovative
thinking and perception, both of an individual and of the whole society.

10. The effectiveness of the innovative development of the region directly depends
on the regional innovation culture, that is a comprehensive system of motivation for
innovation.

11. The ability of the region to innovative development is characterized by the level
of regional innovative potential.

According to these principles, it is possible to build an organizational and economic
model of the growth pole of innovative development of the region, taking into account the
peculiarities of territorial and economic interests, the specifics and level of development of
the region, the ratio of technological structures of the economy, in order to increase the
competitiveness of the region’s economy as a whole.

We can state the fact that innovation is one of the determining factors in the long-
term economic development of the territory and has a decisive influence in the creation of
strategic plans and programs. State innovation policy - determination by the state authorities
of the Republic of Kazakhstan and subjects of the goals of the innovation strategy and
mechanisms to support priority innovation programs and projects [8].

In Kazakhstan, regions are the basis of the state economy, therefore, the concept of
long-term development reflects not only general macroeconomic and social trends, but also
development prospects at the regional level.

MODERNIZATION OF THE ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT OF THE
TERRITORIES OF THE REGIONS OF THE REPUBLIC OF KAZAKHSTAN

In the first decade of the 2000s, the economy of the regions of the Republic of
Kazakhstan (as well as the country as a whole) had steady growth. Despite the global
crisis, in general, socio-economic indicators were stable, but it was growth without
development, i.e. without qualitative changes in its structure, technical re-equipment,
innovative updating of production, in the growth of labor productivity, which led to
stagnation in the economy and in the social sphere. The main issues for the coming
decades are the modernization of the economy and social sphere, their transfer to the
innovative path of development . Based on this, the main goals of modernization of the
socio-economic development of Kazakhstan and its regions are the formation of a truly
democratic socially oriented state with a strong innovative economy, capable of
ensuring a high level and quality of life of the population, as well as maintaining the
country's competitiveness in the global economy [1].

The long-term strategy “Kazakhstan-2050" and its development plans aimed at
modernizing the socio-economic system should be built taking into account the
existing potential of the country's regions. Therefore, we introduce the concept of
“socio-economic potential of modernization”, which includes not only the totality of
resources, but also the qualitative characteristics of the regional systems themselves.
At the same time, socio-economic modernization is a complex of interrelated areas
covering industrial policy, the development of scientific, technical and innovative
potential, and the Improvement of social infrastructure.
When modernizing the economic development of the regions, the following issues are
most acute: what is of primary importance - accelerating the pace of economic growth
or curbing inflation; what modernization to start with - institutional (improving
institutions) or technological (stimulating economic growth); what demand is oriented

— internal or external?

Of fundamental importance is also the choice of a path from two modernization
alternatives: either from above or from below. In the case of choosing the first path,
the role of the state is reduced to strict regulation, to redistribution of gross domestic
product in its favor, to concentration of resources necessary for massive investments
in reconstruction of the economy, to the choice of industry priorities and the
strengthening of administration. The second way assumes the dominant role of
grassroots links in economics - enterprises and their corporate associations, market
forces, private initiative. The state is entrusted with the task of creating conditions for
proactive management [2].

A characteristic feature of the options under consideration is the insufficient

consideration of the spatial factor, formed by a wide set of territorial features of the
country, while long-term strategies should be based on the existing potential of the
regions.
Modernization of national economies can be carried out both by using own resources
of the state and private business (creative type), and by attracting external investment,
new knowledge, developments and technologies (adaptive type). It seems to us that
Kazakhstani regions are characterized by a mixed type of modernization, with the
organic use of advanced foreign achievements and the capabilities of their own
scientific and innovative potential. The choice of a particular type of modernization for
a particular territory should proceed from a detailed analysis of the state of the socio-
economic potential of the region and cover such aspects as the production base, the
level of technological development, the level of professional competence of various
categories of labor resources, available scientific and technical potential, financial
capabilities of territories, etc.

In this regard, it seems appropriate to use the concept of “socio-economic
potential of modernization”, which includes the totality of structural elements of socio-
economic potential that can be used to solve modernization problems [3].

The very concept of “socio-economic potential of modernization” includes not
only the totality of resources, but also the qualitative characteristics of the regional
systems themselves (Fig. 1), which makes it possible to judge how much the existing
system of production relations, development priorities, social policy in the regions
aimed at solving the problems of modernization.
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In our opinion, the following principles should underlie the concept of
managing the socio-economic potential of modernization:

- potential is a dynamic characteristic and is detected only in the process of its
use;

- the use of the potential of the socio-economic system should be accompanied
by its constant growth;

- processes of utilization and capacity building are continuous and complement
each other.

The defining feature of the modernization potential of the regions is the priority
nature of not only the achieved level of the most important volumetric parameters, but
also the dynamics of the economic and social development of the corresponding
territory, which fundamentally distinguishes the potential ability of a region to
modernize from the general level of its economic development, characterized by
exclusively static (level) indicators, such as, for example, gross regional product.

Based on the socio-economic analysis, we revealed a rather low readiness of
most regions of Kazakhstan for the implementation of modernization transformations.
The main reasons for this situation are:

- insufficiently high level of GRP per capita in most regions of the Republic of
Kazakhstan; significant depreciation of fixed assets in Kazakhstan as a whole, as well
as a significant differentiation of the regions of Kazakhstan in terms of capital-labor
ratio;

- low level of investment in fixed assets;

- insufficient financial support for science and research, a low degree of
innovative activity, which is the reason for the low science-intensive production;

- uneven distribution of labor resources, creating labor-surplus and labor-

deficient regions;
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- low level of life expectancy, aging population; high level of socio-economic
differentiation of the population.

When conducting socio-economic modernization of the country, it is advisable
to eliminate the shortcomings of the existing state regional policy and improve the
methodological tools for managing the socio-economic development of the regions [4].

A study of the dynamics of the development of industries at the republican level
shows their importance for the formation of indicators for the development of the
production and social sectors of the regions, since the achievement of Kazakhstani
macroeconomic indicators for a strategic perspective will develop as a result of the
functioning of  the country's regional socio-economic systems.
However, due to differences in the level of provision of resources and the degree of
their use, the contribution of a region to the general economy of Kazakhstan will have
its own quantitative parameters and qualitative characteristics.

As part of the modernization of the regional economies, it is necessary to solve
a number of problems, the most important of which, from the point of view of the
modernization strategy, are:

- implementation of major targeted projects and programs; mobilization and
rational use of financial, material, labor and other resources;

-development of interregional integration of production, the formation of
systems of corporate production and commercial associations (corporations, concerns,
associations, etc.) that increase the market maneuverability and sustainability of
production systems, research and production complexes that are closely associated
with small business, large and diversified territorial-economic complexes and regional
(zonal) markets with significant commaodity resources and market infrastructure;

PROBLEMS OF SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT OF AGRICULTURE OF
THE REPUBLIC OF KAZAKHSTAN

State regulation of agriculture is the economic impact of the state on the
production, processing and sale of agricultural products, raw materials and food, as
well as on the production and technical and material and technical support of the
industry with the aim of creating conditions for expanded reproduction, solving social
and environmental problems, as well as raising the level of and quality of life in the
countryside [1].

At the present stage of development of society, the creation of a sustainable
management mechanism in the agricultural economy is one of the significant factors
in the growth of the competitiveness of our country. With the strengthening of the
economy of Kazakhstan, the mechanism of managing in agriculture began to function
in a more rational mode. The advantages of domestic agricultural production should be
used in the production of competitive food products, namely: the presence of vast areas
of land, economic purity of products, an excess of labor resources, etc. To increase the
efficiency of agricultural production, strategic programs have been developed: the
Concept of the transition of the Republic of Kazakhstan to sustainable development for
2007-2024, the Concept of sustainable development of the agricultural sector of the
Republic of Kazakhstan for 2006 2010, the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan "On
state regulation of the development of the agro-industrial complex and rural
territories”, separate regulatory acts. Agricultural development is associated with
various aspects of sustainability: political, legal, economic, environmental, social,
globalization, information, and management. One of the most important elements of
the managerial aspect is the effective state regulation of agriculture [2].

The Republic of Kazakhstan has all the conditions necessary for the
development of agriculture. The area of farmland in the Republic of Kazakhstan is 215
million hectares, which is more than 4% of world resources. Along with Australia and
Canada, Kazakhstan occupies a leading position in the world in terms of the availability

of arable land per inhabitant.

In economic theory, an opinion has been formed that a positive result of
economic regulation is achieved in the case of a rational combination of state regulation
of the economy and self-regulation of producers. Due to specific features, neither
agriculture nor the food market are self-regulating systems: the main means of
production are land, insufficient development of infrastructure, lag in scientific and
technological progress and innovation, dependence on natural and climatic conditions,
conservatism and inelasticity, low profitability and price disparity. State regulation of
agriculture is the economic impact of the state on the production, processing and sale
of agricultural products, raw materials and food, as well as on the production and
technical and material and technical support of the industry with the aim of creating
conditions for expanded reproduction, solving social and environmental problems, as
well as raising the level of and quality of life in the countryside. We single out the
following directions of state regulation of agriculture: development of cooperation in
rural areas; increasing the availability of credit resources; price policy; regulation of
the market for agricultural products, raw materials, food and distribution networks;
agricultural risk insurance; technical and technological modernization of agriculture;
conservation and reproduction of land and other resources; sustainable rural
development; regulatory budget support; improvement of the tax system in agriculture;
improvement of the legislative framework; creation of the information field of the agro-
industrial complex, greening production [3].

The conditions and possibilities for the reproduction of agricultural specifics
and the country's needs for agricultural products can diverge significantly, which
necessitates state regulation of agricultural production and the food market, the main
task and essence of which is to ensure the sustainable development of the agricultural
sector, taking into account its specifics, while rational use of agricultural potential in
the interests of meeting the needs of society. In the regulatory process, the interests of
the state, industrial and agricultural producers, credit and financial, trade structures,
urban and rural populations collide, therefore, the main task of regulation is to find
ways and forms of harmonizing the interests of all these groups.

Currently, the agricultural sector of the economy of the Republic of Kazakhstan
occupies thirty positions on the world agrarian market from 1st to 35th place, including
11 of them in the top ten. In the production of grain, meat and dairy products, our
country remains the largest agricultural country. By the number of horses, sheep and
goats, dairy cows, the republic is also among the ten world leaders [1, p. 3-7]. Today,
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gross domestic product (GDP) production has increased by 5.3% compared to 2009. In
2009, the growth in gross agricultural output amounted to 3, 7%. The gross agricultural
output in 2009 amounted to 1,620,280.0 million tenge. According to the statistics
agency of the Republic of Kazakhstan, in 2009 the index of physical volume of gross
agricultural output amounted to 113.8% [4].

In the crop production sector, structural and technological diversification,
expansion of the sown areas of priority crops to ensure food security, and an increase
in the production of export-oriented competitive products continue. The areas of
introduction of water-saving technologies are expanding.

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increase compared with 2008 levels of cow's milk production. An increase in gross
agricultural output was noted in most regions of the republic, the largest in Pavlodar,
Akmola and East Kazakhstan regions. The volume of production of processed products
in 2009 in monetary terms amounted to 256.5 billion tenge, which is 4.4% less, taking
into account indications, than in 2008. The volume of foreign trade turnover for
agricultural products of the Republic of Kazakhstan in 2009 amounted to 796.4 million
US dollars, which is 26.3% less than last year [5].

The trends in the current state of agricultural development include:

-the meat and meat products market is characterized by low supply, high import
dependence, and also the imperfection of the price system in the chain of movement of
goods;

-the achieved level of livestock breeding does not correspond to the potential
and the opportunities that Kazakhstan and its regions have;

- increase in the number of agricultural enterprises through integration;

- preferential growth of intensive factors over extensive ones, in particular,
growth in gross harvest of the main types of crops due to increases in their productivity;

- insufficient provision of the population with food, underdeveloped
infrastructure;

- unattractive investment due to relatively low profitability;

- removal of state control over pricing and agricultural production, liquidation
of unprofitable rural enterprises;

- restructuring and support of farms, reducing state influence on domestic and
regional trade;

-Ineffective system of lending to the agricultural sector;

- development and implementation of active management methods based on
strategic planning, systematic and situational approaches;

- low level of innovative potential of the agricultural sector of the republic;

We define the competitiveness of agricultural production as a strategy aimed at
the efficient use of resources. Foreign capital is important in the restructuring of the
agricultural sector of Kazakhstan, since the domestic capital market is not developed
to provide financial support for the modernization and consolidation of agricultural
processing enterprises. It is necessary for the state to create a favorable investment
climate in order to update and replace obsolete equipment. As economic levers to
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stimulate the process of attracting investments, it is necessary to use investment tax
preferences, fiscal policy measures, state natural forfeits and a number of guarantees
presented to investors investing in fixed assets of enterprises in priority activities.

To create a competitive agribusiness system, it is necessary to pay special
attention to the modernization of agricultural enterprises, the implementation of which
requires significant investment. It is important to use the foreign experience of venture
investment, carried out, as a rule, in small or medium-sized private or privatized
enterprises without providing any pledge or mortgage, as well as the experience of
creating venture investment funds in agricultural production. To popularize the
implementation of investment activities in agriculture, it is proposed to create an
Investment passport of a region or region on the Internet; It is also proposed to provide
state leasing guarantees to commercial leasing companies to ensure the receipt of funds
from lessees and to fulfill the terms of leasing agreements [5].

In the conditions of the market, small business in agriculture, although it has a
survival potential, cannot be established without an appropriate support mechanism,
where the main place is given to the system of state measures, which, first of all,
concerns tax benefits and exemptions to budgets of all levels. Incentives should be
created to accelerate growth and "entrepreneurial mass" in rural areas. Accession to the
WTO in the agricultural sector should be aimed at observing the following important
conditions: barriers to entry into domestic markets; reduction in the overall level of
agricultural tariffs; ensuring the minimum level of possible imports at low tariffs;
reduction of export subsidies, the introduction of a ban on new export subsidies, if
possible, the provision of food assistance and promotion of goods in foreign markets.
The creation and development of agricultural parks and incubators of agribusiness,
clusters contributing to the convergence of agricultural production and processing
industry is very important. A coordination scheme has been developed to create legal
and financial conditions for the implementation of innovative initiatives of small
enterprises in agriculture [6].

In the future, on the basis of institutional formations and increased state support
for small and medium-sized enterprises, their number will increase, the material and
technical base will be strengthened; specialization processes of this activity will
accelerate; the scope of application of effective technologies will expand; agricultural
production in the farming sector is increasing, their share in the formation of the food
market of the Republic of Kazakhstan and the creation of favorable conditions for the
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development of the agricultural sector will increase.
The task of targeted regulation by the state of an agricultural commodity producer by
credit methods is to form the status of a reliable borrower of an effective investment
object.

The state should take on part of the costs of creating and maintaining the
potential of seed production, livestock breeding, soil fertility growth, where significant
investment is required and where it is difficult to attract investors. It is also important
to finance research programs, staff training, the implementation of information and
marketing support for the agricultural sector, the creation of insurance funds, financial
and material resources in case of unforeseen emergencies.

The analysis of the world experience in regulation in the agricultural sector
proves that all countries of the world take into account its features and provide state
support, and are active in protectionist policies. Thus, the ratio of the size of subsidies
to the size of agricultural products is 80% in Switzerland, 30% in the USA, 50% in
Germany, and 75% in Japan [7].

The need to support agricultural production in Kazakhstan is much higher than
in developed countries. Rural producers cannot independently stop the degradation
processes taking place in the agricultural sector. It is possible to build an efficiently
functioning agricultural market with stable production and profitable farms, taking into
account external objective circumstances and internal threats that create strategic,
production and financial risks. The main principles of the economic mechanism of
agricultural sustainability are: identification of the competitive advantages of domestic
agricultural production; reducing the impact of external threats; efficient use of the
resource potential of agricultural units; continuous monitoring of financial indicators
of business entities and their relationships, making effective decisions. Economic
sustainability of agriculture should be understood as effective development, which
ensures expanded reproduction, the use of resource-saving and economically safe
technologies through a scientifically based system of state regulation of support for the
agricultural sector of the country.

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DEVELOPMENT OF THE BORDER REGION IN THE CONTEXT OF THE
THEORY OF GROWTH POLES

Currently, there are many theories and concepts of management of the region
as an economic system. They are based on such fundamental approaches as process,
system, situational, program-target, project-planned, innovative. All of them are aimed
at solving economic problems and are associated with the development of long-term
forecasts of socio-economic development of the country and its regions, the search for
the most favorable conditions for production in this territory, the possibility of
combining all types of resources, their qualitative cooperation in order to intensify
economic growth [1].

One of the widespread and at the same time completely unexplored theories is
the theory of growth poles (PRT). According to most scientists, in the regional
economy, the theory of growth poles is a concept that theoretically explains the uneven
placement of various branches of economic activity in the market space. According to
this concept, propulsive (dynamically developing, leading) industries are necessarily
distinguished among the branches of the region. They stimulate the development of
adjacent areas, primarily through auxiliary, additional and service industries,
representing the poles of growth, and their concentration in certain areas leads to the
formation of development centers. Such centers can develop both spontaneously and
purposefully, by optimal placement of the relevant enterprises and creating favorable
conditions for their economic activity with the help of various sources of financing
(public investments, private capital, subsidies, tax incentives, etc.). After the
development of the propulsive industry in the region, its further complex development
occurs, as a rule, under the influence of the mechanisms of the market economy [2].

The concept of PRT was first proposed by the French economist F. Perrou
(1950) in the form of an economic matrix model "input-output™ (analysis of inter -
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sectoral relations). His idea is based on the idea of the leading role of the sectoral
structure of the economy and, first of all, the leading industries that create new goods
and services. Those centers and areas of economic space, where enterprises of leading
industries are located, become poles of attraction of factors of production, as they
provide the most effective use of them. This leads to the concentration of enterprises
and the formation of poles of economic growth [3].

The French geographer J. Boudeville translated the PRT into a spatial-regional
form, taking into account interregional relations. He showed that as poles of growth it
Is possible to consider not only sets of the enterprises of leading branches, but also the
concrete territories and settlements which are carrying out in economy of the country
or region function of a source of innovations and progress. By definition. The regional
growth pole is a set of developing and expanding industries located in an urbanized
zone, and capable of causing further development of economic activity throughout its
zone of influence. Thus, from this point of view, the growth pole can be understood as
a geographical agglomeration of economic activity or as a set of settlements with a
complex of industries.

In Spain, in recent years, some provinces are actively developing due to the
realization of their scientific and technological potential in the "pole” form. As a result
of this development strategy, the once backward Catalonia, for example, is now
considered one of the world leaders in the field of microelectronics and
telecommunications [4].

The French government has taken Italy and Germany as a model, where, since
2002, the former " industrial districts "have been replaced by more comprehensive™
technological districts " that combine industry, research and education. The authors of
the development of the strategy of poles of competitiveness in France note that the
program "poles"” does not set itself an impossible task to fully cope with the pressure
from emerging markets and does not mean the preference of research development to
real production. Its purpose is to ensure the integration between industry, innovation
and science, relying on the regions, which also involves the development of
infrastructure. After all, at present, in their opinion, there is a geographical imbalance:
enterprises are concentrated in some regions of the country, research institutes-in
others.

To create growth poles, it is now extremely important to take into account the

basic conditions of the region, such as production potential; business climate;
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investment attractiveness; the level of infrastructure, logistics and transport; the
availability of mineral resources, fuel and energy, labor, information resources; export
potential; availability of research institutes and higher education institutions; the level
of participation of the region in international cooperation; the development of the
nation as a whole, its intellectual potential; the level of urbanization; prospects of
demand for the products of the priority industry in the foreign and domestic markets
[5].

In addition, the choice of location of growth poles is important. The practice of
their successful operation in Australia, Germany, Slovenia, Turkey and Croatia shows
that they are stationed within or near major cities. This is due to the fact that the creation
of infrastructure in areas located in less developed areas, it is necessary to allocate
additional significant financial and technical resources, which reduces the level of
attraction of domestic and foreign investment in these areas.

Naturally, the above algorithm is Advisory in nature. In practical reality, there
are many factors of an objective and subjective nature. Taking them into account when
justifying the creation or development of growth poles is the main thing in their further
effective functioning. Moreover, adapting the theory of growth poles for a specific
territory, we must not forget a few extremely important and fundamental points. The
most important of them are the following:

- the pole of growth is not an end in itself, but a means of raising the region;

- the growth pole is effective only in close connection of the same poles, that
IS, a cluster approach should be observed here;

- the growth pole should have stable economic ties with most points of the
region in order to use its resources as development impulses;

- the growth pole should carry out economic communication with the region
and the state as a whole;

- the poles of growth can be of different importance-international, national,
regional and local and scale: from a single settlement to the whole region;

- the main goal is the activation of economic life and the forces of self-
development.

Most scientists and practitioners agree that it is important not only to clearly
define, but also to detail the main goal of creating growth poles. At the same time, first,
it is necessary to calculate how the creation of the growth pole will allow to make a
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technological breakthrough in the region through its promotion of innovations in
industry, agriculture, transport, communications, modernization of individual
enterprises, reduction in the cost of construction or operation of infrastructure, etc.

Secondly, it is the reduction of logistics and transport costs, synchronization of
the parameters of the transportation system with the needs of the industry, trends in
freight and passenger traffic. Transport and transit, customs and administrative
infrastructure components should ensure the competitiveness of goods and services in
the coordinates "time-price-quality, efficiency and safety of delivery".

In Russia, the poles of growth began to form in the transition period, where
there was a possibility of manifestation of the cumulative effect of a combination of
favorable development factors. Practice has shown that the territorial structure of the
Russian Federation contributed to the application of the theory of growth poles. The
vast size of the country's territory made its development inevitable in the form of
separate centers around which the developed territory gradually developed. It can be
argued that the Russian space was initially highly polarized and has long turned into a
system of poles of growth, where the main city always performs for the surrounding
area the function of both organizing the beginning and connection with the national
network [6].

It so happened that two centers, Moscow and St. Petersburg, stand out sharply
above the rest and serve as a natural base for the development of innovations or their
perception from abroad, followed by the spread of the country. However, the
interaction of these two global growth poles with the rest of the country is carried out
through a network of national substrates. Nizhny Novgorod, Samara, Rostov-on-don,
Yekaterinburg, Novosibirsk and Khabarovsk are singled out as such substrates. The
system of such capitals developed in Russia several decades ago, market relations only
strengthened their network and separation from other Russian centers. The
development of the substrates is mainly due to the exchange of impulses with each
other, and not with the adjacent territory to each of them. Having formed a fairly
Autonomous network, they are far ahead of it in innovation and the degree of
modernization of public relations. This situation, according to many scientists, is a
significant drawback of the current system of growth poles, as it does not provide a
high rate of spread of modernization and development in all parts of Russia. In modern
conditions, regional capitals cannot cover their entire region or region due to their
relatively large size. In this way, vast areas are formed in the country that lie beyond
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the impact of the nationwide network of growth poles. That is, Russia needs not only
mega-regions with super-centers, but a multi-level system of centers.

At the same time, it is important to note that the special economic zones (free
economic zones) created in Russia in some sense can be considered as a prototype of
growth poles. Thus, in the classical form, free economic zones (FEZ) are clearly limited
areas in which the scale of state intervention in economic processes is significantly
reduced; on its territory there is a specific customs and trade regime that ensures the
freedom of movement of capital, goods and labor. As a rule, FEZ has a close
connection with the world market and actively attracts foreign capital. The world
experience of creating free economic zones suggests that this is one of the effective
ways to attract investment to the region, we can say, a catalyst for the development of
foreign economic relations and the economy.

In Russia, the first free economic zones were created in the early 90 - ies of the
twentieth century, this status was officially assigned to eleven regions. However,
foreign experience in the Russian economy has not led to the desired results. Most of
the created free economic zones were not viable because of their inexplicably large
size, unpreparedness of the legal system of the country. In addition, the proclamation
of the FEZ itself did not cause an influx of capital. As a result, all created free economic
zones were abolished, except for Kaliningrad and Magadan, whose activities are
regulated by separate laws [7].

In our opinion, for the purpose of technological breakthrough of the territory,
improvement of living standards of its population at present, both in Russia and in
Kazakhstan, it is necessary to designate three types of territories formed under the
influence of globalization, agglomeration and resource factors; the latter can be
considered as poles of growth: export-resource regions; the largest urban
agglomerations; border regions on the main routes of foreign trade.

In the framework of this study, it is particularly important to study the third
type of territory - border regions.

The current regional economic policy of Kazakhstan in the future until 2019 is
based on the use of the theory of "poles of growth". In General, the following territorial
organization of the country's economy is expected:

- The Northern axis of development will develop in the direction of Ust-
Kamenogorsk-Semipalatinsk-Pavlodar-Astana - Kostanay (Kokshetau, Petropavlovsk)
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- Aktobe-Uralsk with access to the Caspian (Atyrau, Aktau) and Almaty (Taldykorgan,
Dostyk) territorial and economic systems and along the perimeter of the axis-to the
border regions of the Russian Federation.

- The southern axis of development will develop in the direction of the border
of the people's Republic of China (Dostyk, Khorgos) - Taldykorgan-Almaty-Taraz -
Shymkent - Kyzylorda - Atyrau, Aktau with access around the perimeter to the border
regions of the Central Asian States.

- The Central axis of development will develop in the direction of Astana-
Karaganda-Almaty with branches to Balkhash, Dostyk and access to China, as well as
Zhezkazgan with the prospect of access to the seaports of Western Kazakhstan [8].

The most important nodes of the emerging axes of development will be
dynamically developing cities-leaders and support cities, which are major economic
centers of territorial and economic systems, competitive in the global, regional and
national division of labor.

The population settlement system is envisaged as follows: the strategic axes of
development will become the basis of the settlement system and will form the
corresponding macro-zones of settlement (North, South, Central). Further
concentration of the population in these main bands of settlement will continue, first
of all, in the territories with the most favorable complex of natural conditions for living
and economic activity, with the transition to an intensive stage of the urbanization
process. Thus, the supporting cities and agglomerations formed around them,
regardless of their size, will become centers of attraction of the population, primarily
from depressed villages and small towns, which contributes to the gradual reduction of
the population living in disadvantaged areas [8].

The administration of the Altai territory proposes to create poles of innovative
development in the territory of the region, which will contribute to sustainable socio-
economic development of the region, the formation of new mechanisms for attracting
investment and creating favorable conditions for the introduction of new technologies
in production. The regional authorities assume that the dynamic growth and innovative
activity of the poles will create conditions for the intensive development of the
surrounding economic space. The draft law, developed by the administration of the
region, assumes the formation of the pole of innovative development on a competitive
basis through the creation of new industries or the development of existing ones. The

initiative can come from the Executive authorities of the region, local governments and
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Interested economic entities. Management of poles is carried out by the Executive
authority authorized by administration of edge according to its branch accessory. The
draft law assumes the use of a wide range of state support provided by the investment
legislation of the Altai territory, and does not require the allocation of additional budget
funds [8].

Similarly, one of the main priorities of the territorial development of East
Kazakhstan region is the formation of "zones of advanced growth", concentrating
economic activity in the region, and acting as locomotives for all other territories of
the region. Namely: the formation of an effective spatial organization of economic
potential and resettlement of the population that meets the new challenges of
positioning the region and its districts, ensuring the formation of a single internal
economic space, taking into account the prospects of development of the region.

Based on the definition of designated region and its districts in the national and
world economy, analysis and assessment of economic, environmental, labour capacity
and settlement system, it is possible to consider the transition to the axial approach of
the formation of the territorial space of the region, frame the basis of which can serve
existing and planned formation of transport-communication corridors which provide
access to foreign markets and integrating the region into the regional and global
economy, and the most important nodes (“"growth points™) - a large city - leaders
integrated into regional and global markets.

Within the framework of the East Kazakhstan region, local axes are formed,
which merge into the state strategic axes of territorial development and participate in
the organization of the North Kazakhstan and South Kazakhstan TRANS-Eurasian
trade and economic corridors.

The most important nodes of the formed local axes of development will be
dynamically developing leading cities and supporting cities-Ust-Kamenogorsk,
Semey, Zyryanovsk, Ridder, Kurchatov, which are large economic centers of territorial
and economic systems, competitive in the world, regional and national division of labor
[8].

In the strategy of socio-economic development of the Altai territory for the
period up to 2025, a scheme has been developed, which displays the most important
sectors of the economy for the Altai territory. In short, the state of the industries, based
on this regional program, can be described as follows:
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- the pharmaceutical industry is innovative, more focused on foreign markets,
Is almost entirely in private, external management, has a high growth potential;

- enterprises of the military-industrial complex-have a huge innovative
potential, are managed by Federal structures (including in the distribution of products),
the growth potential depends on the position of the enterprise within the military-
industrial holding (integrated structure);

- mechanical engineering industry (except car building) - innovative, focused
on foreign markets, supported by the administration of the region; growth potential is
limited due to weak distribution and service networks, weak competition with
international brands, a significant transport component in the cost of products;

- agro-industrial complex (the latter does not include agricultural machinery),
focused both on working with raw materials and processing; on a number of positions
focused on foreign markets, on a number-on the regional; characterized by outdated
material and technical base, but has a research base; is privately owned, supported by
the administration of the region through the program of development of agriculture;
has significant growth potential;

- the tourism industry - developing mainly due to the exploitation of natural
resources, weak innovation from the point of view of technology of work with the
tourist resource of the territory and the tourist flow; focused on residents of the region
and several neighboring regions of the Russian Federation; develops chaotic, but, not
having a large "foreign player" is dependent on the administration of the province; has
significant development potential, increasing plans for development in the region two
zones of tourist-recreational and gambling;

- the production of railway cars stands out separately, as it has a high growth
potential due to the forecasts of the global increase in the car fleet, as well as the
prospects for the development of Siberia and the Far East (including an increase in the
number of rail traffic); it is innovative, is under external management, but has working
contacts with the administration of the region [8].

Given the current trends in the development of regional integration relations
between Russia and Kazakhstan, the existing conceptual apparatus, including such
economic categories as poles and points of growth, in our opinion, is not enough. To
study the potential of socio-economic development of border territories and integrated
planning of their regional economies within the framework of the Customs Union and
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the Common economic space, it is necessary to introduce into the economic vocabulary

such concepts as" cross-border pole of growth"," cross-border axis of development
"and"cross-border propulsive industry".

Due to the fact that these terms are used for the first time, the author's
formulation of this conceptual apparatus is given, based on the basic concepts of poles
(points) of growth and axes of development of J. Boudeville and P. pothier.

Cross-border growth poles are traditional centers of economic development on
the border territory of neighboring States, which have priorities in the form of high-
tech production of dynamically developing industry, capable of generating economic
growth and spreading it to the interconnected elements of the economy of the border
regions.

The cross-border axis of development is a localized space, the frame basis of
which is the territory of the border regions of neighboring States and the cross-border
poles of growth located on them, integrated into a single organizational and economic
system for the purpose of production and financial activities.

The cross-border propulsive industry is a set of enterprises located in the cross-
border territories of neighboring States, capable of perceiving innovations and having
a positive impact on the development of the economies of the border regions.

The proposed additions to the theory of growth poles will allow to apply it not
only within one country, but also comprehensively in the interests of several
neighboring States, taking into account the current trends of deepening integration
processes at the state and regional levels, and, what is not less important, to use a
scientific approach in the development of mechanisms for managing the processes of
economic integration in the border territories.

Local propulsive industry - a set of enterprises of one industry located on the
border territories of neighboring States, able to perceive innovations and have a
positive impact on the development of economies of border regions.

The proposed Supplement to the theory of growth poles will allow you to apply
it for planning the economies of the border regions given the potential of the adjacent
territories, taking into account modern tendencies of deepening of integration processes
at the state and regional levels, and, equally important, to use a scientific approach to
the development of mechanisms of management of processes of economic integration
In the border areas.
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The analysis of the above allows us to draw the following conclusions. The
regional division of labor of the border territories of the neighboring States, which, on
the one hand, determines the rational use and integrated development of the productive
forces of individual economic regions, on the other - promotes regional cooperation
and the development of interregional economic cooperation in order to produce
competitive goods with the lowest costs, acquires the most important importance in
market conditions. The development of special approaches to different types of regions
in order to more fully disclose their potential is an important basis for the regulatory
policy of the state in the matter of economic management. The formation of new
economic realities due to the increase in interregional competition, the strengthening
of the trend of international economic integration, leads to the interdependence of
regions to the extent that the actions of one of them affect the interests of neighboring
ones. In this regard, regional integration should be considered as one of the main factors
of rational formation and effective development of large-scale systems of international
economy, functioning according to the laws of territorial division of labor in the system
- wide conditions of sustainable social development, concretized at the regional and
national levels. At the same time, border regions are of particular importance, for which
a specific system of state planning and management should be developed, taking into
account their geopolitical characteristics and the potential of neighboring regions.

FORMATION OF A MECHANISM FOR SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT
OF RURAL AREAS OF KAZAKHSTAN

Sustainable development of rural areas is understood as their stability, socio-
economic development, and increase in agricultural production, increased efficiency,
achieving full employment of the population and raising their standard of living.
An important factor in the organizational and economic mechanism for improving the
efficiency of rural territories is labor resources and their employment, the basis of
which is the population.

In recent years, Kazakhstan has increased the efficiency of the agricultural
sector of the economy, a set of measures has been implemented aimed at improving
the level and quality of life of the rural population. In the republic, the vast majority of
the rural population (46.2%) live in settlements with an average population of no more
than 1000 people, which is insufficient from the point of view of proper territorial
organization and providing the local population with the necessary communal and
cultural support, its coverage with education and health care. Settlements with a
population of 1,000 to 3,000 people account for 14%. In settlements of more than 3,000
people lives only 5% of the rural population. A higher level of population per
settlement is observed in rural settlements with higher economic potential compared to
the rest.

34.2% of the population live in rural areas with high economic potential, in
which the population ranges from 1 thousand to 3 thousand people, while the
proportion of people with this concentration living in settlements with an average
potential IS only 9.7% :
For the full and effective functioning of rural areas, the presence of the following main
conditions is mandatory:

- the availability of land, water and human resources;

- favorable environmental and climatic conditions;

- the existence in this territory of agricultural enterprises with the necessary
production potential (material, technical, financial and other resources);
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- appropriate engineering communications;

- the availability of appropriate facilities for social services;
- proximity of points for transport communications;

- source of electricity, gas supply and others.

These methodological approaches and indicators of the socio-economic
development of the regions were taken as the basis for the relevant rural development
programs, projects and schemes of the territorial organization of the population.

Currently, out of 7172 SNPs in the country as a whole, 2080, or 29%,
correspond to high potential; 4957 SNPs are referred to the average economic potential,
which is the largest percentage (69%). The share of rural settlements with low
production potential is 1.9%. The current age composition of the employed rural
population creates favorable conditions for improving economic well-being and
productive employment. Among the employed rural population by 2010, 2.2 million
people or 56.7% were people aged 15-39. At the same time, the number of youth (15-
24 years old) reached 0.6 million (18.0% of the total number of employed), persons
aged 25-34 years - 1.5 million people. (24.6%). The share of age groups of 35-44 years
old and 45-54 years old was 19.9% and 22.8%, respectively, and those aged 55 years
and older - 10.3%.

The republic has a fairly high educational level of the workforce. 1.3 million
people have higher and secondary vocational (special) education (43.3% of the
employed rural population). Of these, the highest is every second. The share of people
with primary vocational education was 10.2%, and the average total - 62.6%. Despite
the emerging changes in agriculture, the emerging republican rural labor market is
characterized by underemployment and high unemployment, the problem of staff
shortages of specialists and production personnel, their insufficient supply of
agricultural enterprises of almost all types of property, and the imbalance of demand
and supply for labor in rural areas as a whole.

The previously significant role of agricultural technologists, agronomists,
veterinary specialists, livestock specialists, mechanical engineers, electrical engineers,
as well as technically competent mid-level personnel was unacceptably reduced.
According to administrative monitoring, the provision of agricultural enterprises with
these specialists and other professional workers varies from 50 to 70% in the regions.
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The lack of personnel in agriculture per modern production volume is
approximately 6.5 thousand workers of mass professions, including one third of
machine operators, 24% of veterinarians, more than 10% of agricultural workers, as
well as more than 20% of workers employed on seasonal and temporary work.

The main directions of improving the functioning of the labor market in rural
areas are:

- the development of agricultural production and the revival of its social sphere
in all promising rural settlements;

- intensification of the system of processing, transportation, storage and
marketing of agricultural products, service sectors of agricultural units;

- support for peasant (farmer) households and other forms of small business in
rural areas.
An integral part of the organizational and economic mechanism for improving the
efficiency of rural territories is the strengthening of the decentralization of managerial
state functions at the expense of local self-government.

An integral part of the organizational and economic mechanism for improving
the efficiency of rural territories is the strengthening of the decentralization of
managerial state functions at the expense of local self-government.

Therefore, at the legislative level, the following conditions for local self-
government are determined: the formation at the level of the village, village, village,
city of regional significance, thereby ensuring the implementation of the basic principle
of optimal population settlement - compact living; ensuring legal protection, i.e. local
self-government is created solely on the initiative of the residents themselves and act
on the basis of the charter; the definition of functions and powers is transferred to local
self-government, which largely eliminates the possibility of duplication in
management.

In the future, the most relevant, in our opinion, directions of development of
social infrastructure and improvement of social security of the rural population are:

- coverage of a wide range of people with the services of accumulative pension
funds;

- control over the completeness and timeliness of enterprises transferring
mandatory pension contributions withheld from employee income to accumulative
pension funds, which educes the capitalization of these funds;
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- providing workers with adequate retirement income through their compulsory
and voluntary pension contributions to funded pension funds;

- increasing the level of per capita total income of the rural population due to
the transition to hourly wages for workers in all sectors of the economy.

Implementation of the developed proposals to improve the quality and standard
of living of the population will improve:

- the average annual natural population growth and the balance of migration,
and thereby will contribute to an increase in the population by 2018 to 16.8 million
people;

- the level of employment of the rural population in the agricultural sector to
79%, and the unemployment rate to be reduced from 6.0% to 4.3%;

- the level of provision of the rural population with the services of social and
engineering infrastructure facilities, which will make it possible to bring them closer
to the level of national social standards. For this, according to our calculations, it is
necessary to allocate additional financial resources by 2015 (taking into account
inflation in the amount of 875 billion tenge;

- the nominal level of salary and income in agricultural production by 2015 by
37.1 and 38.7%, respectively, compared with 2019;

- the size of social transfers (pensions, benefits, etc.) 1.6 times;

- the cost of living per capita on average up to 16.2 thousand tenge by 2015
instead of 12.7 thousand tenge in 2019;

- average monthly nominal wage in sectors of the economy from 67.3 to 92.3
thousand tenge, i.e. by 37.1%.

Considering that the main source of innovative development of agriculture is
profit, it is necessary to increase the existing volume of state support for agricultural
producers in the form of subsidies to 10%, which will increase production efficiency
and put the members of the Customs Union on an equal footing (Belarus, Russia,
Kazakhstan).

Currently, the resources of most rural settlements are assessed as average: 18% do not
have medical facilities, the coverage of children with pre-school education and
upbringing institutions is not more than 8%.
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There is a need to develop a concept for sustainable development of rural areas
of Kazakhstan. The following areas of improvement of services for residents living in
rural areas are proposed:

- in the field of social services: improving the accessibility and quality of social
and socio-medical services by promoting the development of social service institutions
and the creation of mobile social services;

- in the field of education: increasing the availability of quality education in
rural areas, the restructuring of rural schools, the development of information
technology, including Internet access;

- in the field of telecommunication networks and communications: providing
the population and social institutions with telephone communications and other
information services; maintaining a network of post offices and rural areas, including
cash management services;

- in the field of transport: access to bus and rail services;

- in the field of commercial services: the possibility of acquiring goods and
services at the place of residence;

- in the housing sector: the formation of organizational and credit and financial
mechanisms for the acquisition and construction of housing, including a mechanism
for mortgage lending;

- in the field of culture: accessibility and expansion of the structure of services
of rural cultural-leisure institutions and libraries;

- in the field of rural advisory services: full access of the rural population to
consultations on technical, technological, organizational, economic, legal and other
issues.

As a result of reforms, the agrarian economic system has undergone significant
structural changes. For the more efficient functioning of the newly formed types of
farms, their restructuring should be continued and state support should be provided for
both corporate farms and personal subsidiary farms.

State financial support for the development of rural areas should be aimed at
the following: water supply (subsidizing the cost of drinking water supply services),
telephone services (compensation for losses incurred by rural communication operators
in the provision of universal communication services), construction of educational and
health facilities, and socially significant events.
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There is a need for an optimal model of rural population settlement, the solution
of which requires the creation of a regulatory framework in the field of providing the
necessary volume of education, health care, communications, electricity, gas, water
supply, transportation, economic standards that form the minimum and national
standards of quality of life for the average citizen of the republic.

Agro-towns are a qualitatively new type of rural settlements.
In practice, agro-towns appeared in Belarus in connection with the adoption of the State
program for the revival and development of the village.

Agro-town is a well-equipped settlement in which production and social
infrastructures will be created to ensure social standards for the people living in it and
the residents of adjacent territories:

- central and local water supply (cold and hot), including for fire fighting;

- central gas supply (or the development of collective liquefied gas supply
systems);

- paved streets;

- a network of roads connecting it with settlements in the service area;

- passenger transport links with the district and regional centers;

- telephone communication facilities based on stationary and mobile
communication systems;

- trade and purchasing objects of consumer cooperation;
- branches of district enterprises of housing and communal services;

- structures for servicing personal subsidiary plots of the population, preschool
institutions and schools;

- sports facilities and facilities, ecological tourism organizations, hunting farms
- outpatient clinics of a general practitioner;

- fire rescue stations and posts;

- roadside service facilities (catering, automobile service, gas stations, hotels);
- cultural institutions (cultural centers, clubs, libraries, etc.);

- centers of traditional crafts and crafts;

- legal services to the public, including notarial services.

Stable economic growth in the agricultural sector will create stimulating factors
for employment growth and lower unemployment in rural areas. By increasing the
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demand for labor in rural areas and creating the required number of jobs, an increase
in the level of employment of the rural population can be achieved.

Solving the problem of sustainable rural development is a long-term task, the
achievement of which can be carried out in stages.
Based on this, it is proposed:

- in the short term - adopt directions for improving the quality of services for
rural areas; to clarify the procedure for co-financing program activities of the socio-
economic development of Kazakhstan's subjects, budgets of all levels and
extrabudgetary sources in order to exclude cross-financing; recognize the need for
regional programs of socio-economic development of entities.

- in the medium term - to improve the economic basis for the development of
rural areas.

PERSPECTIVE DIRECTIONS OF DEVELOPMENT OF THE SINGLE
AGRICULTURAL MARKET EURASIAN ECONOMIC UNION

Introduction The main goal of the agreed agro-industrial policy in the agro-
industrial complex of the countries of the Eurasian Economic Union (hereinafter - the
EEU) is the effective implementation of their resource potential for optimizing the
production of competitive agricultural products and foodstuffs, meeting the needs of
the common agricultural market, and increasing exports. For this it is necessary to solve
the following tasks: balanced development of production and markets for agricultural
products, raw materials and food; ensuring fair competition between the entities of the
Member States, including equal conditions of access to the common agricultural
market; unification of requirements related to the circulation of agricultural products,
raw materials and food, etc.

The mechanism of unified state financial support in the agricultural sector of
the economy of the countries of the Eurasian Economic Union includes subsidizing,
pricing, lending, taxation and insurance. The main goal of agricultural production is
the effective implementation of the resource potential to increase the production of
competitive agricultural products and food in the domestic and foreign markets.
Internal support in the EEU countries should be based on financed from state budgets
of all levels [1].

The introduction of an integrated approach to state support for the agricultural
sector of the economy allows equal conditions for the management of agricultural
producers of the EEU countries.

Calculations show that in the future, the level of aggregate state support will
reach 13.5% in Belarus, 8.5% in Russia, and 7.9% in Kazakhstan. Subsidies for crop
production should be paid at the rate of 50% of the volume at the beginning of the year
and 50% after receiving the products, in livestock - depending on the level of
production.
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In the field of pricing in the EEU countries, phased work should be carried out
to unify prices for agricultural products, i.e. to develop a mechanism for optimizing
price relations in the agricultural sector. This requires the use of procurement and
commodity interventions of long-term storage products at reasonable prices, using
market prices and the cost of sales. To create a level playing field for agricultural
producers, unify lending rates for the use of credit resources. It is recommended to
create special state funds for concessional and long-term lending, mortgage and leasing
funds for agricultural producers of goods, which allow for the efficient use of credit
resources.

The results of a comparative analysis of the taxation system of agricultural
producers of the EEU countries are to develop a unified interstate taxation system
taking into account the experience of Belarus in setting a tax rate of 1% of products
sold, in Kazakhstan a single land tax for peasant farms and 30% of the total amount of
all taxes for legal entities ( according to the patent) of Russia of a special single
agricultural tax in the amount of 6% of profit.
Agricultural producers need to set at 5% of the value of gross income, while 50%
(2.5%) is paid by the state [2].

Indicators of food affordability: the share of food costs in expenditures is not
more than 35%, the growth rate of real cash incomes of the population is not less than
1%, the growth rate of purchasing power of cash incomes of the population is not less
than 1%, the share of income of the rural population is below the living wage in total
number - not more than 10%, the share of imports in domestic consumption - not more
than 20%, etc.

Indicators of the level and quality of nutrition of the population should be
(threshold value of at least 3000 kcal) food consumption per 1 person. per year, kg:
bakery products - 105, milk and dairy products - 393, meat and meat products - 80, fish
and fish products - 18, vegetable oil - 13, egg - 294 (pcs.), potatoes - 170, vegetables
and melons - 124, fruits and berries -78, sugar-33 [4].

The parameters of consumption of food products of the population are
necessary for objective planning and forecasting the volume, structure of production
and export-import supplies of food products and agricultural raw materials in the
domestic and foreign food markets.

The production indicators of the main types of agricultural products, raw
materials and food in the EEU countries show that a differentiated level of agricultural
production sustainability is a source of domestic instability and a lack of resources in
the domestic market; States can mutually stabilize food market conditions through
agreed mechanisms for the formation of insurance and reserve food funds. The
common agricultural market is one of the areas of sectoral interstate integration, the
main purpose of which is the development of production and mutual trade in agri-food
products that meet quality requirements; increasing exports in trade with third countries
provided that the domestic market is fully provided with high-quality, affordable and
varied food and raw materials, diversification of exports and expansion of the
geography of supplies, development of commodity distribution and export
infrastructure.

In the future, we should switch to the medium and long term, taking into
account the specialization and volumes of agricultural production, the formation of the
necessary production infrastructure [5].
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The forecasting methodology for assessing the prospects for the development
of the EEU agribusiness agro-industrial product market makes it possible to conduct a
comprehensive assessment of the state, assess their competitive potential and prospects
for participation in the global agro-industrial market. This will make it possible to form
a database of information and regulate the balance between supply and demand, forms
an information-analytical system for ensuring management decision-making, and
allows the promotion of agricultural products on the general market and beyond.

The regulation of the single agricultural market should provide incentives and
factors to increase the competitiveness of agricultural products and food, ensure equal
conditions in mutual trade, transparent education and investment attractiveness through
convergence of the legislative and information component of the EEU countries [6].

Operating in the format of an economic union provides each of the five member
states of the EEU with a number of advantages of a general economic nature, for
example, ensuring equal access to the common agricultural market, the possibility of
creating new jobs in various sectors of the agricultural sector, including through the
formation of joint ventures, increasing the volume of mutual investment.

A comparative analysis of the taxation system of agricultural producers of the
EEU countries showed that Belarus has a tax rate of 1% of products sold, in Kazakhstan
a single land tax for peasant farms and a tax of 30% of the amount of all taxes for legal
entities are applied (patented) , Russia introduced a special single agricultural tax in
the amount of 6% of profit. As a result, we believe that it is necessary for agricultural
producers of the EEU countries to develop a unified interstate taxation system and
establish a tax rate of 5% of the value of gross income, with 50% of the tax paid by the
state.

Separately, it should be noted the desire of the EEU Member States to establish
cooperation by transferring part of the national authority in the field of trade to the
supranational level, taking into account the fact that the formation of trade and
economic relations between the EEU and third countries is proceeding at a rather high
pace. so, despite the fact that the EEU is a fairly “young” integration formation — it
has been functioning in the format of the economic union for only 2 years — by the
beginning of 2017, about 50 countries of the world expressed a desire to cooperate with
it. Export assessment allows predicting the potential flows of export (export) and
import (import) of certain types and groups of agricultural products and food in the

EEU countries. Belarus - import: grain; export: dairy products, meat products, potatoes,
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sugar. Kazakhstan - import: dairy products, vegetable oil, sugar; export: grain, meat
products, fruits. Russia - import: fruits and fruits, dairy and meat products; export:
grain.

The EEU countries have great potential to become one of the largest exporters
of agrifood products in the world. It is necessary to take joint measures to increase the
volume of agricultural production in order to meet the needs of the common
agricultural market and trade with third countries [7].

Agricultural export of the EEU countries is characterized by a low degree of
diversification. Grain export occupies a major share in it, while imports of processed
agricultural products (meat and dairy, vegetable oil, etc.) account for more than half of
the total volume of imports of agricultural products from third countries.

In order to develop exports of the EEU countries as a source of their well-being,
it is necessary to develop and take a set of measures and concerted actions to develop
export potential, including processed and diversified products [8]. Kazakhstan's agri-
food export has increased due to an increase in the export of grain and flour, oilseeds.
The share of raw materials in the export of raw materials in 2015 was 56% [8].

In the process of implementing an agreed policy in the field of agricultural
development and regulation of the common agricultural market, despite the efforts
made, the EEU member states are faced with a number of issues, the solution of which
requires additional measures.

Each of the EEU countries implements its own economic mechanism for the
functioning of the agricultural market, including such basic elements as lending,
subsidies, price regulation, insurance, taxation, etc. The functioning of these
subsystems in the EEU member states is currently different. National instruments of
state regulation affect the dynamics of production, pricing and investment, and,
consequently, the conditions of competition in the common agricultural market of the
EEU. By now, manufacturing and scientific and technical cooperation in the agro-
industrial complex of the EEU member states has not been sufficiently developed. In
recent years, about 3.5 thousand joint ventures of Russia and Belarus have been
created, about 5 thousand - of Russia and Kazakhstan, however, examples of such
enterprises in the agricultural sector are still few.

The main target of national concepts is the focus on food self-sufficiency
(physical sufficiency and economic accessibility), which is based on the program-
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targeted method of forming food resources, priority in ensuring food security through
domestic production, regulated monitoring of food security, state support for
agricultural producers , raw materials and food, ensuring equal the competitive
environment for all participants in the agri-food market.
The model for the formation of cluster economic integration provides for the multiple
acceleration of mutual trade turnover by reducing administrative barriers; the creation
of independent institutions and mechanisms of supranational economic regulation of
the movement of commodity, financial and migration flows; creation of mutually
beneficial economic, commercial and financial ties within the framework of the
integration of individual industries and activities, mergers and partnerships based on a
single technological chain, which gives rise to complete interdependence from each
other [9].

To create effects, it is necessary to apply phased concepts of cluster economic
integration. The first stage is based on the existing common market, which involves
the degree of creation and development of institutions and mechanisms for expanding
mutual trade, the unhindered movement of capital and technology, includes the
following strategic directions: the creation and development of a single customs
territory with a wide network of high-tech  shopping centers.
The creation of several large universal shopping centers that have direct electronic
communication with suppliers and buyers of products of the electronic trading system,
the commodity and raw materials exchange, trading houses with an automated system
of information for buyers and sellers, auctions and tenders, which provide a mixed
system of derivatives trading and futures transactions.

As the first level of interstate cooperation, the creation of tenders for
logistics corporations for the promotion of agricultural products and food products can
serve. For this, it is necessary to carry out the following measures: create logistic
schemes and complexes; ensure the reduction of transaction costs, transportation and
storage costs, the participation of national enterprises in government procurement of
agri-food products, interaction with potential buyers and other structures [10].

It is necessary to create an Agency for the innovative development of the agro-
industrial complex of the EEU countries on the basis of documents on the development
of the selection and technological base. this structure will contribute to solving the
problems of the existing mechanism for attracting foreign investment and the
organization of joint ventures. The aim of the Agency is to ensure the inflow of capital
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into the agro-industrial complex by resolving the following issues: increasing the
information support of foreign investors about potential investment opportunities;
improving the procedure for registering foreign investments, creating a mechanism for
investment benefits and stimulating the introduction of innovative technologies and
equipment in the agricultural sector, and the insurance system against economic risk in
the agricultural sector.

It is necessary to form effective complexes of horizontal and vertical types,
integrated into export-oriented and import-substitution clusters, aimed at saturating the
agricultural market with quality products. achievement of this goal: the creation of joint
food companies engaged in the promotion of products on the markets of the EEU and
third countries.

Ensuring collective food security of the EEU countries is a complex problem.
Since all countries have different levels of economic development, an in-depth analysis
of the food supply situation of the population is necessary.

At the same time, positive factors are possible: in the short term (trade leads to
an increase in imports, which positively affects the diversity of available food
products); in the medium and long term, increased efficiency as a result of
specialization will lead to increased food production and stimulate competition with
foreign countries. In the medium and long term, accessibility increases as a result of
increased access to export goods in the market, macroeconomic benefits from free
trade, such as increased exports and direct investment inflows [11].

For the formation of a developed agri-food market, mutual trade in food
products, it is necessary to develop a strategy and a general scheme of the territorial
and sectoral division of labor of the EEU, taking into account natural and economic
features. At the same time, create a common commodity distribution system for the
unhindered promotion of food products (lower total costs). At the same time, it is
necessary to highlight priority types of food and the main joint activities in production
and marketing on the supranational agri-food market, create large-scale specialized
zones, inter-regional and interstate agro-industrial organizations, and use joint
innovation and investment projects. For this, it is necessary to develop and implement
effective and economic mechanisms to ensure a balanced development of national agri-
food markets and the formation of coordinated export flows to prevent significant
economic losses [11].
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Improving the organizational and economic mechanism (a complex
interconnected system of organizational, economic and regulatory measures) of the
agri-food market at the supranational level will allow changing trade relations.

Conclusions and offers. An obstacle to the formation of the agrarian market of
the EEU countries is the development of national industrial complexes. To provide
stimulation of supply and demand for food in the form of purchases for state needs
with the participation of market entities of all EEU countries; soft loans secured by the
future harvest, development of a mechanism and development of interstate leasing of
pedigree cattle of agricultural machinery and equipment for processing.

To ensure food and national security of the EEU countries, it is envisaged: to
develop for the medium-term development period of the markets for the main types of
products; determine the balances of production, distribution, storage and consumption
of basic strategic food products; regularly forecast the prices of production and sales
of food products in the markets; to develop state investment programs for the expansion
and modernization of production as well as the introduction of new advanced
technologies.

While ensuring equal competition between the entities of the EEU countries in
state support and access to the common agricultural market: balanced development of
production and markets for agricultural products and food, protecting the interests of
agricultural producers in the domestic and foreign markets [12].

Regulation of a single agricultural market should provide incentives and factors
for increasing competitive agricultural production, aimed at ensuring equal conditions
in mutual trade, pricing and investment attractiveness. The growth of mutual trade in
food products by 2021, according to calculations, will increase by 15-20%. The level
of integration will require a higher degree of mutual penetration of the economic
systems of the EEU countries: the basic element will be a single, commodity, financial
market, capital market, labor market, etc.

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FEATURES OF THE DATABASE SUBSYSTEM OF COMPLEX ECONOMIC
ANALYSIS, DISTINGUISHING IT FROM OTHER INFORMATION SETS

Conducted surveys by Serhii Tkachenko [1 and others] indicate that the design
of the structure of a database of analytical information processing subsystem must be
preceded by a thorough investigation of the structure of the original and output
information. The database structure should be designed in such a way as to minimize
the time for the implementation of analytical queries, without causing a significant
increase in the amount of memory used for base arrays. In the design process, it is
necessary to ensure that the database structure really meets the requirements for the
availability and accessibility of relevant information in all cases. The envisaged
structure that does not meet the requirements for the formation of output information
should be modified. In this case, it is desirable to avoid including the same data element
in parallel in several database segments and much more.

When designing the database structure of a subsystem, one should take into
account the fact that part of the information contained can be used frequently, while
the other part of the data, on the contrary, will be rarely used. Therefore, information
related to the same analyzed objects can be differentiated into several arrays having
different phrases structure and stored in different places of the physical memory. Hence
the task of rationally determining the composition of the base arrays of the subsystem,
that is, we should talk about such a combination of arrays into groups or their
localization, which would provide the optimal amount of time spent on updating the
arrays and solving the problems of the subsystem. By combining arrays into groups
according to certain parameters, it is possible to reduce time by reducing the duration
of the programs for opening and closing arrays, but at the same time, additional time
costs may arise associated with viewing data sections of the combined arrays that are
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not used to solve specific analytical problems. It is necessary all the basic array
subsystem differentiation of groups such that the total time of their actualization and
read into memory in solving analytical support was minimal.

The creation in the database management system of a subsystem of analytical
information processing in a volume that allows its goals to be fully realized, according
to preliminary estimates by the developers, will require a small amount of memory of
external storage devices. At the same time, the organization of basic arrays, subsystems
on machine carriers can be disk. In conditions when large industrial enterprises and
production associations create systems that manage groups of workshops and even
individual shops, based on their computer systems, when designing the database of the
subsystem of analytical information processing, the question of its possible
decentralization should be studied and resolved. A positive solution to this issue is due
to the fact that the subsystem contains analysis units focused exclusively on solving
analytical problems for the workshops of the main and auxiliary industries. Under these
conditions, one of the factors that determine the distribution of individual parts of the
subsystem database will be the place of data formation and their most intensive use.

When solving this issue, the available memory resources of the central
processor and electronic digital workshop machines, their speed, speed capabilities of
communication channels between the workshop and the electronic digital central
machine should be taken into account. Since at the level of workshop control systems
In most cases it is assumed to use electronic digital machines, to manage the designed
distributed databases of the subsystem of analytical information processing, it seems
appropriate to network configuration of electronic digital machines, which would be
characterized by a complete lack of hierarchy. However, at present, due to the existing
software and partially hardware incompatibility, it is practically impossible to create a
distributed database of the subsystem with the effective interaction of its parts. In these
conditions, closed databases are created at the workshop levels that do not have
effective information exchange with the upper level. The specified requirement is
fulfilled only when modern electronic digital machine models are used at the shop
floor. Studies have shown that workshop-level databases should be created according
to the same structure as the enterprise-level database, only the nomenclature of their
data should be limited to indicators needed to analyze the activities of units.

In summarizing the above, we can conclude that the analysis subsystem
database has the following main features that distinguish it from other information sets:
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the breadth of the information used (in the process of analysis, planning and regulatory
information, accounting and reporting information, reference and technological
information and others); a large amount of stored information (the amount of
information that ensures the complexity of the analysis is growing due to the fact that
the analysis of enterprises is carried out in different, interconnected time intervals, as
well as due to the fact that the accumulation of data in time series with maintaining
connections between data related to different time periods); the complexity of the
relationships between the underlying data (the information structure in the subsystem
database is determined by the system of control objects mediated by the scorecard, on
the one hand, and the analysis methodology, on the other, so minimizing basic
information requires complex relationships between the data); the multidimensional
nature of the processing of stored information (analytical information obtained as a
result of processing the source data must meet the requirements of decision-making in
the operational management of production, in the development of current and future
plans, and so on). The indicated features of the subsystem database also present
corresponding requirements for choosing a system for managing it, and more.

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FACTORING AND FORFEITING OPERATIONS IN THE REPUBLIC OF
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Abstract

In the conditions of market economy in Kazakhstan, most organizations face in
their financial activities with a number of difficulties: lack of current assets,
impairments of payment transactions, accounts receivable growth. Therefore, one of
the most urgent issues remains the problem of organization’s receivables management.

In theory and practice we can point two main groups of instruments accounts
receivable management:

- traditional instruments: analysis, planning, regulation, monitoring, control,
resources implemented on its own, and requiring both labor and time;

- innovative instruments: forfaiting and factoring, allowing assumed
responsibility for management of accounts receivable to a third party and, as a result,
save on resources.

The essence and content of forfaiting and factoring were defined in this article,
as well as the similarities and differences between these instruments were identified.

Introduction

Factoring and forfaiting are new credit products widely used in international
practice. Factoring arose on the basis of trade credit and was formed as a separate loan
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product in the middle of the XX™ century. In the most general form, the factoring can
be defined as the activities of the intermediary bank or specialized institutions
(factoring company) to collect funds from debtors of its client (industrial or commercial
companies) and the management of its debt requirements [1].

Forfaiting is a unique form of lending exporters, sellers in the sale of goods. On
the mechanism of implementation it is close enough to factoring.

Forfaiting (from the French a forfai - whole, the total amount) - export crediting
by buying commercial paper without recourse to the seller; form of crediting exporters,
sellers in the sale of goods, often used in foreign trade operations. Bank (forfaiter) buys
the exporter (seller) a financial liability of the importer (buyer) to pay he bought the
goods immediately after delivery and itself produces premature, full or partial payment
of the cost of goods exporter. In the following bank forfaiter in payment for goods
transfers cash paid by importers, the buyer is notified that forfaiter paid for it. For the
early payment the bank charges the exporter forfaiter interest [2].

Scheme of the product is as follows:

- Supplier (Seller) enters into a contract for factoring services with the factor;

- Factor buys from the supplier monetary claim against the buyer (debtor) for
goods by paying directly to 90% of the total supply, and notifies the buyer.

- The cost of this product includes:

- fixed fee for the processing of each document;

- fee for insurance against the risk of non-payment of the Debtor;

- fee for providing financial resources in the framework of factoring services
(% of total funding);

- reward for waiting, in the case of non-Debtor supply [3].

Innovative methods and calculation management instruments

Innovation is understood as a new product (technology, instrument),
corresponding to the four key criteria:

1. Importance. New product must provide the consumer benefits that they
perceived as significant.
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2. Unique. The benefits of a new product should be considered as unique. If
consumers are confident that existing products have the same advantages as a novelty,
it is unlikely to be appreciated.

3. Sustainability. The new product can offer unique or important benefits, but
If it can be easily reproduced by competitors, prospects of its market penetration seem
very dim.

4. Liquidity. The organization should be able to realize created goods, and for
this it must be reliable and effective, must be sold at a price that consumers can afford
to pay [4].

The above criteria are met in such instruments of receivables management as
factoring and forfaiting both. Forfaiting and factoring are refinancing instruments of
this type of current assets. In turn, under the refinancing we understand the transfer of
receivables in other forms of current assets: cash and securities.

Nature and contents of forfaiting and factoring

Forfaiting is an instrument of accounts receivable management, which is a
purchase of exporter’s debt by forfaiter, as a rule, executed in letters of credit or bills
accepted by the importer. This financial instrument is also used to finance foreign trade
operations, for the medium term (180 days or more) and is intended for exporters
(sellers) of goods (machinery and equipment) and investment services (e.g.
construction of industrial facilities abroad) [5].

Implementation of forfaiting transactions are carried out in five stages:
1. Negotiations with forfaiter.

2. Conclusion of a trade agreement between the exporter and importer.
3. Conclusion of the forfeiting contract.

4. Implementation of the export transaction.

5. Execution of forfaiting transaction.
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International factoring activity is regulated by the Convention UNIDROIT «On
international factoring™, adopted in May 28, 1988 in Ottawa, on the territory of the
Republic of Kazakhstan — by chapter 37 of the Civil Code [6].

Under the financing contract of concessions, one party (the financial agent)
transfers or agrees to transfer the money at the disposal of the other party (the client)
and the client offers concession or agrees to give up its financial agent monetary claim
against a third party, arising out of customer relations (lender) to this third party (the
debtor).

Monetary claim against the debtor may be assigned by the client to the financial
agent in order to enforce the obligations of the client to the financial agent. Obligations
of financial agent on contract financing under concessions of monetary claim may
include accounting conducting for client and production of documents in relation to
monetary claims (billing for monetary claims) are the subject of concessions, as well
as providing the client with other financial services related to these requirements [7].

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In accordance with the requirements of the UNIDROIT Convention, as factoring will
be recognized a transaction, contract, under which:

1. The supplier shall or may assign to the factor receivables arising from contracts of
sale of goods, concluded between the supplier and its customers (debtors), with the exception
of contracts relating to the goods bought primarily for personal, family or household use [8].

2. Financial agent performs at least two of the following features:
- finance for the supplier, including loan and pre-payment;

- record keeping for the amount due;

- presentment for payment of monetary claims;

- protection against insolvency of the debtor;

3. The debtors shall be notified of the assignment requirements.

UNIDROIT Convention governs factoring contracts and assignments of accounts
receivable [9].

Main characteristics of factoring and forfaiting are presented in the Table 2.

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We have to note, that these three forms of financial business can be identified,
and other characteristics may be found, but here are given just basic characteristics
[10].

The problem of late payments is the most important issue determining the
investment decisions of companies, its value decreases in the analysis along with other
Issues, i.e. to evaluate investment decisions, two driving forces determine the
investment decisions of companies, namely: macroeconomic factors and rights related
to the relative importance [11].

IFRS stipulates that the factoring with recourse should be recognized as a
borrowing transaction and not as a sale in order to reflect the economic substance. In
particular, export-oriented companies are usually engaged in factoring and assignment
of accounts receivable, often in order to facilitate export financing. Consequently, firms
with a strong dependence on exports are likely to be used fiscal policy, which is
expected to mitigate the adverse effects of their capital structure [12].

Short-term export insurance (forfaiting), their impact on the market was
negligible. Thus, this paper examines the current situation and the issues related to the
disposal of the market of export earnings, compares these products are used for disposal
of export earnings and trade credit insurance products, and consider the relevant
foreign affairs. By doing so, this article examines some of the reasons of these trade
credit insurance products are not used effectively, while offering methods to facilitate
the use of these products [13].

The article reveals the essence of accounts receivable, types and order of their
registration. It describes the risks associated with accounts receivable, as well as ways
to improve accounts receivable [14].

Entities must pay close attention to the management of their accounts receivable.
When building a data management policy of current assets a company can take
advantage of not only traditional but also innovative methods and management
instruments, in particular, forfaiting and factoring [15].

Conclusion

Accounts receivable is the result of calculations between two business entities,
such as the vendor and the acquirer, the result of which is a debt obligation which arose
in one hand (accounts payable) and a monetary claim of the other party (accounts
receivable).

In Kazakhstan, factoring is still perceived as more banking product, although
worldwide factoring stands apart from banks due to difference of systems for risk
assessment. "The Bank is also factoring, but it is called factoring with recourse, when
the buyer can not get a refund for goods or bankrupt, it turns out the obligations remain
for the supplier of the goods.

A true factoring is factoring without recourse. When evaluating the risk of the
buyer, and the factor actually buys the debt and remains with the debtor. It is an art to
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evaluate all risks of the debtor without having with him direct relationship. Since a
factor has a contract with a client, they must possess all the information about the
debtor, its condition, and for this they use different channels of information”, as
opposed to banking practices, factoring has no frozen techniques that can be easily put
on paper and grind employees.

Factoring market in Kazakhstan is only the beginning of its development.
"Factoring is not licensed or regulated from above, it is good, on the one hand, on the
other - it is bad. In the absence of regulation there is a lack of transparency, so there is
the problem with the involvement of the investors.

At this stage of development of factoring, we believe that the best approach is a
self-regulation, i.e. the creation of associations, through which you can create
normative, some standards, and methodology. For example, try to make a classification
of bad assets. Factoring works with small companies, to which banks tend not to give
loans. "Factoring in some countries refers to the classification of bank assets. In
Kazakhstan it is not so. If we take the classification of bank assets of the National Bank,
then there is no factoring, it simply as an unsecured loan".

In contrast to bank lending, where the main risk is the failure of the borrower to
repay the loan, in factoring the main risk is a fraud, when the supplier agrees with the
debtor, they collude and provide bogus delivery documents. Or supplier negotiates with
the client: "Let me put you supposedly goods, and you make a return."

In Kazakhstan, forfaiting develops rather slowly. The reasons for this are the
lack of the banking sector development, the presence of high currency, credit,
insurance and other risks, issues of currency, customs and tax laws, the complexity of
forfaiting transaction, compared with factoring.

Confirmation

Thus, forfaiting enables representatives of small and medium enterprises to
participate in international economic transactions that exceed their real financial
opportunities, as they can gradually realize their long-term credit requirements to
obtain cash.

Factoring allows you to optimize the replenishment of circulating assets,
significantly reduce accounts receivable. Factoring operations also contribute to the
improvement of debtors’ payment discipline. The advantage of factoring is there is no
need in the design of collateral, so it is available to a wide range of small and medium-
sized companies.
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
